-Commissioner Terry requests Central Staff provide departmental changes, separate from pension allocation, that would 
provide a more comprehensive look at notable departmental changes in the proposed FY22 budget
-Question LCJ: have we heard from departments that feel their funding is not adequate?
TJ Sigler: I've discussed with departments and have taken notes on those requests, but no decision has been made on that at 
this point
