D Pelton: we currently use the white line and bicycle lane symbol; we don't typically use different colors/signage within the
county

-question TT: would it be possible to use a buffer to curb segregation between cars and bikes in the design of the bike lanes?
Z Williams: We may have the opportunity to infuse this in the Comprehensive Transportation plan. There may not be current
policies that seeks to establish bike lanes on different classifications. If we want to have uniformity, we would need to review
County code

-LJ: tread lightly when we create a policy to ensure that some residents don't feel engaged with the inclusion of bike lanes.
Ensure that bike lanes fit the area, so it's important to have input from the public first

-TT: there are many different options to review here, rather than to create or not create bike lanes. There are many modes of
transit, and as the County expands in population, it's important to take these modes into consideration as we look to reduce
traffic congestion. The transportation plan is that opportunity to create that connected tissue in the specific areas that have
demand for bike lanes and trails

-TT motion to approve with the condition that County also puts up appropriate signage that indicates a 3 ft buffer between
bicycles and vehicles

-Z Williams: will need to evaluate this legally before making the substitute

-RP: Highway traffic standards must be taken into consideration. This should be reviewed by staff then revisited at the next
cow
