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Facts about Domestic Violence

1. Domestic violence is NOT about anger. It is about the use of violence to achieve and
maintain control over a partner.

2. A CDC victimization study conducted in 1999 showed that 33% of women in Georgia
age 15-44 have been assaulted by a partner or ex-partner at least once.

3. 85% of domestic violence homicides occur when the partner has left or is planning to
leave.

Warning Signs:

e Is your partner excessively jealous and monitors your cell phone use?

e Does your partner get upset when you exhibit signs of independence (getting
a job, buying a car, having a child)?

e Does your partner try to keep you from friends or family?
