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Q. What is the purpose of Cobb Creek Sewer Replacement Project?

A. Part of the DeKalb County Consent Decree Priority Fix List (repeat sewer spill site)
* Repair and replace sewer pipes to improve service
* Increase sewer capacity
* Replacement of approximately 18,000 linear feet of sewer pipe

Q. When will the project begin and end?

A. The project began summer 2023 with final completion expected in winter 2025.

Q. What will be the work hours during construction?

A. Normal construction hours will be from 7 a.m. to 7 p.m., Monday through Friday, excluding
major holidays. In some cases, extended weekday hours or weekend work may be necessary.

Q. What impacts will construction have on traffic in the surrounding community?

A. Citizens should expect to see heavy construction equipment along the project route.
Traffic safety measures will be implemented to help motorists move safely through the
construction zone.

Q. Will this project cause any disruption to my water or sewer services?
A. There will be no disruption to water and sewer services.
Q. What do the construction activities involve?

A. The project includes upsizing pipes using the following methods:

e Phase 1 - Approximately 13,722 LF of new pipe, 64 new manholes
e Phase 2 - Approximately 4,715 LF of new pipe, 21 new manholes
e Conventional open cut excavation and jack and bore methods.

e Bypass sewage flows around section(s) under construction
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Q. What impacts will construction have on the trees in the area?

A. There will be tree removal within the county’s easement. The construction team has
met with impacted homeowners who have agreed to the easement clearing
stipulations.

Q. Who will clean up tree removal and debris?

A. The contractor is ultimately responsible for site cleanup daily, but the activities will be closely
monitored by DWM inspectors and construction managers.

Q. Will this construction project cause noise in my community?
A. For short periods of time, construction noise may be caused by:

e Heavy equipment and construction truck traffic
e Material manipulation

e Excavation and backfill

e Restoration

Crews will work diligently to eliminate construction-related noises before or after the scheduled
construction hours of 7 a.m.-7 p.m.

Q. When does noise disruption start? How loud will it be?

A. Once the easement clearing begins, the noise level will increase yet it will not exceed the
maximum allowable decibel level set forth by the county ordnance.

Q. Where will workers park and stage the equipment during the project?

A. Typically crew members will park along the streets throughout the neighborhoods and along the
easement areas being considerate of the community activities.

Q. What is the next stage after tree removal?

A. Installation of erosion control measures to protect the environment and pipe installation to
improve the sewer infrastructure.
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Q. For the safety of the community, which contractors will be onsite?

A. GS Construction is the contractor for the Cobb Creek Sewer Replacement Project, along with
subcontractors. All contractors onsite are required to have DWM badges.
